B. Provide a one or two sentence overview of the book (setting, conflict, theme)

C. Transition to thesis statement

D. Thesis statement—the large claim you are making about the book.
E. Transition to first claim.

II. Body Paragraph One

A. State your first claim about your character/topic/theme/idea/etc. (topic sentence)

B. Context of data/evidence.  (When Huck was with the Grangerfords…  After Chris has the accident…)

C. Data/evidence (brief summary, paraphrase or quotation)

D. Warrant (Explain how your evidence supports your claim.)  

E. Transition to your next data/evidence

III.  Body Paragraph Two

A. State your second claim about your character/topic/theme/idea/etc. 

B. Context of data/evidence.  

C. Data/evidence

D. Warrant  

E. Transition to your next data/evidence

Repeat as necessary!

IV.  Conclusion

A. Restatement of thesis – not word for word.  (focus, title, author). Or, (and perhaps better), an actual conclusion you can infer or create based on the data and warrant.
B. Summary of what your quotes all together prove about your thesis

C. Transition to a closing statement
D. Closing statement (This needs to be a powerful statement and should be the strongest sentence in the essay.)
